MONTHLY SUMMARY 
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The portfolio recorded a positive return in November.

The key contributors for the month were Aena, Ferrovial and Vinci. Spanish airport operator Aena lifted as it reported Q3 earnings slightly ahead of 
market expectations, October traffic was strong and it confirmed robust winter season capacity growth. Toll road and airport operators Vinci and Ferrovial rose 
as they both reported strong Q3 traffic across their airports and toll roads and the stocks rebounded following a weak prior quarter.

The largest detractors over the month were Royal Vopak and Severn Trent. Dutch storage company Vopak was down slightly as the company didn’t provide 
any meaningful new information at their capital markets day during the month. UK water utility Severn Trent fell as a British current affairs documentary 
program announced it was airing a show titled ‘The Water Pollution Cover-Up’, which focused on water companies polluting UK waterways. (The show aired this 
week with little mention of the company.)
